Occupational Therapy: Are we ready to put people first?

Interactive workshops

A question was posted on the ripfa forum asking Partners to get involved in facilitating workshops on themes around personalisation that they were working on.

The four themes were:

· Individual budgets – how do I share control?

· Culture change – how do I find a way in?
· My place in the new world – where do I fit?
· Taking part in the debate - how do I make my voice heard?

Each workshop lasted 50 minutes.

For the first 5-10 minutes, there was a presentation by the facilitator on why the theme is important to them.
Attendees then broke into small groups to debate and discuss best practice.

Each workshop then had 20 minutes to agree how to present back best practice tips and examples to the whole conference.
